The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) is the framework that
provides that assurance.

The overarching aim of the EYFS is to help young children achieve the five
Every Child Matters outcomes of staying safe, being healthy, enjoying and
achieving, making a positive contribution, and achieving economic well -being

by:
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1 A Unique Child recognises that every child is a competent learner
from birth who can be resil ient, capable, confident and self -assured.
The commitments are focused around development; inclusion; safety;
and health and well being.

1 Positive Relationships describes how children learn to be strong and
independent from a base of loving and secure relat ionships with
parents and/or a key person. The commitments are focused around
respect; partnership with parents; supporting learning; and the role
of the key person.

1 Enabling Environments explains that the environment plays a key role
insupportingandext endi ng chil drends devel opment
commitments are focused around observation, assessment and
planning; support for every child; the learning environment; and the
wider context d transitions, continuity, and multi  -agency working.

1 Learning and Development recognises that children develop and learn
in different ways and at different rates, and that all areas of
learning and development are equally important and inter -connected.

They are equally important and depend on each

other to support a rounded approach to child development. All the areas

must be delivered through play activities t hat are formed around the

childrendés interests; the emphasis on chil d
their ideas.
